comfortable	
  with	
  what	
  we	
  hear.

   If	
  necessary,	
   they	
  will	
   speak	
   to	
  Children’s	
   Social	
  
Care	
   or	
   the	
   police.	
   The	
   police	
   and	
   social	
  workers	
   can	
   then	
   decide	
  
whether	
  they	
  need	
  to	
  invesOgate	
  your	
  concerns.	
  	
  

Children	
   can	
   be	
   abused	
   physically,	
  
sexually,	
   emoOonally	
   or	
   through	
  
neglect.	
   The	
   concerns	
   that	
   you	
   have	
  
may	
   make	
   up	
   part	
   of	
   a	
   bigger	
   picture	
  
which	
   could	
   help	
   to	
   prevent	
   serious	
  
harm	
   to	
   a	
   child.	
  Giving	
   families	
   help	
   at	
  
an	
   early	
   stage	
   can	
   prevent	
   abuse	
   and	
  
neglect.
