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How can | help my child to develop their reading comprehension?
Following discussions at recent parent consultation meetings, we know that parents and carers are very keen
to support their children with reading at home but are sometimes unsure of the best ways to do this. Next
time you read with your child, help develop their comprehension by asking some of the following questions:
