DSL is Mrs Wicks. Mrs Clemens, Mrs Daylak, Mr Dawe, Mrs Hall, Mrs Hughes, Mrs 

O’Neill and Mrs O’Rourke have also received additional training and act as safeguarding officers. Dr 

Emily Jane is our Safeguarding governor and meets regularly with Mr Higgs and Mrs Wicks to review our 

safeguarding practice and procedures.  
 

Our Child Protection and Safeguarding Policy is available to read in the Safeguarding section of our 

website, which also contains other information such as details about our participation in the Operation 

Encompass scheme which is a partnership between Devon and Cornwall Police and the school to 

support children exposed to domestic abuse. Our Safeguarding Parent Guide is being sent home with 

this newsletter (and is also available in reception or to download from our website) and gives further 

information and guidance should you be concerned about a child’s safety in any way.
